Quincy, Illinois, September 19, 2011
The regular meeting of the City Council was held this day at 7:45 p.m. with Mayor John A. Spring presiding.

The minutes of the regular meeting of the City Council held September 12, 2011 were approved as printed on a motion

The City Clerk presented and read the following:

PETITIONS
By the following organizations requesting permission to conduct a raffle and have the bond requirement waived: West-

4) that the Mayor and City Clerk are authorized to provide such additional information as may be required to accom-

plish the obtaining of said grant.
