THE CITY COUNCIL
OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS

Quincy, Illinois, January 23, 2012

The regular meeting of the City Council was held this day at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor John A. Spring presiding.

The following members were physically present:

Absent: Ald. Duesterhaus. 1.

Ald. Bauer moved Alderman Duesterhaus be excused from this meeting. Motion carried.

The minutes of the regular meeting of the City Council held January 17, 2012 were approved on a motion of Ald. Haver-
male. Motion carried.

The City Clerk presented and read the following:

PETITIONS

A revocable permit application for encroachment of city right-of-way by Mike and Jan Smith requesting permission to
place a sign over city right-of-way at 702 Maine. The City Engineer presents this request subject to four conditions.

Ald. Holtschlag moved the prayer of the petition be granted. Motion carried.

A revocable permit application for encroachment of city right-of-way by Craig Industries, Inc., 401 Delaware Street, per-
mission to install a power generator on the sidewalk adjacent to his building at the SE corner of South 4th Street and Ohio
Street. The City Engineer presents this request subject to five conditions.

Ald. Holtschlag moved the prayer of the petition be granted. Motion carried.

REPORT OF TRAFFIC COMMISSION
Recommending that parking be removed from along the east side of 25th Street, commencing at a point 120’ north of
the north curb line of Broadway and extending north a distance of 52°.
Ald. Havermale moved the report be received and concurred in and an ordinance drafted. Motion carried.

SALES TAX
The report of the Illinois Department of Revenue showing sales tax collected for the month of October, 2011 in the
amount of $713,504.03 was ordered received and filed on a motion of Ald. Lepper. Motion carried.

HOME RULE SALES TAX
The report of the city’s 1-1/2% home rule sales tax collected for the month of October, 2011 in the amount of $721,875.72
was ordered received and filed on a motion of Ald. Lepper. Motion carried.

COMMUNICATION

Utilities Director David M. Kent reports on January 20th the apparent collapse of a sewer manhole and transition cou-
pling resulted in the need for an emergency repair to be undertaken by a private contractor at 25th & Hampshire Street. A
decision was made to retain Rees Construction Co., an established local contractor with a demonstrated record of making
repairs to large diameter water and sewer mains pursuant to the requirement of Section 13.619 of the Quincy Municipal
Code. Upon receipt of an invoice for this work, a formal resolution will then be submitted to the Council for approval prior
to issuing payment.

Ald. Bauer moved the communication be received and filed. Motion carried.

RESOLUTION
WHEREAS, the City of Quincy owns and operates Quincy Regional Airport, Baldwin Field; and
WHEREAS, the City of Quincy is the owner of the Underground Fuel Storage Facility located at the airport; and
WHEREAS, the City of Quincy is responsible for the annual inspection of all underground storage tanks as required by
the State of Illinois; and
WHEREAS, the airport currently has two (2) “Jet A” and two (2) “AVGAS” underground fuel storage tanks requiring
the annual inspection; and



WHEREAS, R. L. Hoener Company was the only respondent to our request for quotes; and
WHEREAS, R. L. Hoener Company’s quote of $7,424.56 was the only quote received; now
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Airport Director, Aeronautics Committee, and the Director of Purchasing rec-
ommend to the Mayor and city Council that the normal bidding requirements be waived and the quote of R. L. Hoener of
Quincy, Illinois, in the amount of $7,424.56 be accepted for the inspection of the four (4) underground fuel storage tanks at
the Quincy Regional Airport.

Havermale moved to amend the ordinance where each of the penalty amounts would be doubled rather than quadru-
pled or quintupled as follows: First offense $1,000; Second offense $1,600; Each subsequent offense $2,000; and Maximum
penalty each violation $4,000, seconded by Ald. Moore, and on the roll call the following vote resulted: Yeas: Ald. Goehl,
Mann, Moore, Havermale, Farha, Sassen, Rein, Lepper, Musolino, Brink, Heinecke, Holtschlag. 12. Nay: Ald. Bauer. 1. Ab-
sent: Ald.
