Mary Ann Klein, 2100 Aldo Blvd., representing the League of Women Voters, stated they had five points regarding the
garbage/recycling issue. (1) The current proposals have only caused increased objection and conflicting opinions; (2) The
objectives of waste reduction and recycling, and fair cost burden are not in place; (3) The League has a strong, positive
history of working in this field with the community and with city government; (4) The League is known for its ability to
research and present issues in a way that Quincy citizens understand and find useful; and (5) Suggestion: table the proposals
to change the way garbage and recycled items are collected. Assign the issue to a wider group which includes the League
of Women Voters of Adams County which can help by comprehensive study and impartial presentation.
