RESOLUTION
	 WHEREAS, the Quincy 175 Committee and Rotary Club of Quincy are sponsoring a Bridge Lighting Ceremony, Slide 
the City event and All American City Celebration in the City of Quincy which event constitutes a public purpose;
	 WHEREAS, these celebrations will require the temporary closure of Illinois State Route 57, a State Highway in the 
City of Quincy from Broadway Street to Maine Street;
	 WHEREAS, Section 4-408 of the Illinois Highway Code authorizes the Department of Transportation to issue permits 
to local authorities to temporarily close portions of State Highways for such public purposes.
	 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Quincy that permission to close Illinois 
State Route 57 from Broadway Street to Maine Street as above designated, be requested of the Department of Transportation.
	 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this closure shall occur during the approximate time period between 10:00 P.M. on 
August 21, 2015 and 8:00 P.M. on August 23, 2015.
	 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this closure is for the public purpose of coordinated events honoring the 175th 



anniversary of the incorporation of the City of Quincy.
	 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that traffic from that closed portion of highway shall be detoured over routes with an all 
weather surface that can accept the anticipated traffic, which will be maintained to the satisfaction of the Department and 
which is conspicuously marked for the benefit of traffic diverted from the State Highway.  The parking of vehicles shall be 
prohibited on the detour routes to allow an uninterrupted flow of two-way traffic. The detour route shall be as follows: For 
southbound traffic beginning at the intersection of Broadway Street and Illinois State Route 57, turning east onto Broadway 
and travelling four (4) blocks; thence turning south onto Sixth Street and travelling three (3) blocks; thence turning west 
onto Maine Street and travelling four (4) blocks; finally turning south onto Illinois State Route 57 at its intersection with 
Maine Street.
	 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City of Quincy assumes full responsibility for the direction, protection, and 
regulation of the traffic during the time the detour is in effect.
	 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that police officers or authorized flaggers shall, at the expense of the City of Quincy, 
be positioned at each end of the closed section and at other points (such as intersections) as may be necessary to assist in 
directing traffic through the detour.
	 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that all debris shall be removed by the City of Quincy prior to reopening the State 
Highway. 
	 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that such signs, flags, barricades, etc., shall be used by the City of Quincy as may be 
approved by the Illinois Department of Transportation.
	 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the closure and detour shall be marked according to the Illinois Manual on 
Uniform Traffic Control Devices.
	 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City of Quincy hereby agrees to assume all liabilities and pay all claims for 
any damage which shall be occasioned by the closing described above.
	 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City of Quincy shall provide a comprehensive general liability insurance 
policy or an additional insured endorsement in the amount of $100,000 per person and $500,000 aggregate which has the 
Illinois Department of Transportation and its officials, employees, and agents as insureds and which protects them from all 
claims arising from the requested road closing.
	 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a copy of this Resolution be forwarded to the Department of Transportation 
to serve as a formal request for the permission sought in this Resolution and to operate as part of the conditions of said 
permission.

Employed in any Public Works by the State, County, City or any Public Body or any Political Subdivision or by Anyone 
Under Contract For Public Works,” approved June 26, 1941, codified as amended, 820 ILCS 130/1 et seq. (1993), formerly 
Ill. Rev. Stat., Ch. 48, par. 39s-l et seq. and
	 WHEREAS, the aforesaid Act requires that the City Council of Quincy investigate and ascertain the prevailing rate 
of wages as defined in said Act for laborers, mechanics and other workers in the locality of said city of Quincy, Illinois 
employed in performing construction of Public Works, for said City Council of the City of Quincy, Illinois.
	 NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF QUINCY, 
COUNTY OF ADAMS AND STATE OF ILLINOIS THAT:
	 SECTION 1:  To the extent and as required by “An Act Regulating Wages of Laborers, Mechanics and Other Workers 
Employed in and Public Works by the State, County, City or any Public Body or any Political Subdivision or by Anyone 
Under Contract For Public Works,” approved June 26, 1941, as amended, the general prevailing rate of wages in this 
locality for laborers, mechanics, and other workers engaged in construction of public works coming under the jurisdiction 
of the city of Quincy, Illinois is hereby ascertained to be the same as the prevailing rate of wages for construction work 
in the Adams County area as determined by the Department of Labor of the State of Illinois as of June of the current year 
a copy of that determination being attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.  As required by said Act, any 
and all revisions of the prevailing rate of wages by the Department of Labor of the State of Illinois shall supersede the 
Department’s June determination and apply to any and all public works construction undertaken by the city of Quincy, 
Illinois.  The definition of any terms appearing in this Resolution that are also used in the aforesaid Act shall be the same 
as in said Act.
	 SECTION 2:  Nothing herein contained shall be construed to apply said general prevailing rate of wages as herein 



ascertained to any work or employment except public works construction of the city of Quincy, Illinois to the extent 
required by the aforesaid Act.
	 SECTION 3:	The Quincy City Clerk shall publicly post or keep available for inspection by any interested party in 
the main office of the city of Quincy this determination or any revisions of such prevailing rate of wage.  A copy of this 
determination or of the current revised determination of prevailing rate of wages then in effect shall be attached to all 
contract specifications.
	 SECTION 4:	The Quincy City Clerk shall mail a copy of this determination to any employer, and to any association 
of employers and to any person or association of employees who have filed their names and addresses, requesting copies 
of any determination stating the particular rates and the particular class of workers whose wages will be affected by such 
rates.
	 SECTION 5:  The Quincy City Clerk shall promptly file a certified copy of this resolution with both the Secretary of 
State Index Division and the Department of Labor of the State of Illinois.
	 SECTION 6:  The Quincy City Clerk shall cause to be published in a newspaper of general circulation within the area 
a copy of this resolution, and such publication shall constitute notice that the determination is effective and that this is the 
determination of this public body.
