PETITIONS
	 By Quincy High School Track and Field Teams requesting permission to hold a 5K Fundraiser on June 6th at 8:00 a.m. 
with course starting in front of Flinn Stadium, Maine, between 36th and 48th Streets, heading west to S. 30th Street, south 
on South 30th to entrance of Baldwin and circle around Baldwin School heading back to Flinn Stadium heading east on 
Maine Street and then end crossing the finish line on the Flinn Stadium Track.
