1. Call to order
Chief Yates called the meeting to order @ 6:30 PM & attendance was taken.
2. Approval of Minutes

Motion to approve the May 12, 2025, Traffic Commission meeting minutes — Conte; 2nd -
Holthaus

3. Public Comment
None.
4. Old Business

a. Traffic study at the intersection of 7th and Jersey Streets

Marty Stegemen stated that with the new buses’ ingress and egress for the bus drivers
will be the same requiring them to go out into the traffic lane. Stave Bange informed the
committee that a possible future project is to reconstruct the streetscape in this area and
widening the bus lane will be investigated.

Motion to have Central Services repaint Jersey to discourage vehicles from using the
north lane of Jersey with cross hatch paint. - Holthaus; 2" — Japcon
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b. Alderman Bauer’s referral for stop signs at 22nd & College

C.

Alderman Bauer state that he was not in favor of making it an all-way stop since there
had been only 1 accident in the past 5 years.

Motion to deny the request. — Holthaus; 2"¢ — Conte.
Request for stop signs at 16th & Ohio

With zero accidents in the past 5 years at the intersection, Alderman Reis was not in favor
of adding stop signs.

Motion to deny the request. — Japcon; 2" — Conte.

5. New Business

a.

Alderman Uzelac’s request to study parking near 7th and Maine.
Following last month’s meeting, Central Services added a no parking sign and painted over
the parking stall markings on the pavement at the southwest corner of the intersection.

Motion to table for 3 months to see if the sign and paint have helped. - Conte; 2" —
Holthaus.

b. Alderman Fletcher’s request to study parking near 3rd and Locust

C.

Alderman Fletcher explained how it was difficult for truck to turn left from 3™ Street onto
Locust and continue to the north when cars were parked on the south side of Locust.
Also, the houses at the southeast corner of that intersection have been demolished or are
set to be demolished.

Motion to remove parking from the south side of Locust Street from North 3™ Street to
a point 140 feet east of the center of 3™ Street. - Bange; 2" — Japcon.

Alderwoman Ehman’s request to study parking on 27th Street north of Maine.

Chief Yates explained that the problem occurs once a week when the food pantry opens.
He said Quanada wants to be a good neighbor and is working to rectify the problem.

Motion to table for 6 months to see if the situation improves. - Conte; 2" — Holthaus.
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d. Alderman Uzelac’s referral to study the intersection of 12th and Broadway.

The difficulty for semi-trucks turning right on Broadway when coming from the south on
12t Street was discussed. Numerous times the traffic signal posts, fire hydrant, and
building have been hit there.

Motion to draft an ordinance to not allow semis to turn right from the south leg of the N.
12t and Broadway intersection. - Conte; 2™ — Holthaus.

e. Alderman Fletcher’s referral to add a streetlight at 831 Maple.

Motion to send to Council to approve an additional streetlight on the south side of Maple
between North 8t" and North 9t Streets. - Bange; 2" — Japcon.

a) Ed Holthaus asked that the no parking limits on Maine Street west of 30t be looked at

due to the taper for the turn lane reduces that available parking area.
