Call to order

Chief Yates called the meeting to order @ 6:15 PM & attendance was taken.

. Approval of Minutes

Motion to approve December 9, 2024, Traffic Commission meeting minutes — Holthaus; 2nd
- Vahlkamp

Old Business

a. “No Parking” on 6th Street between Payson Avenue and York Street

Alderman Uzelac made the motion to change the referral in the minutes to “No Parking” on
6t" Street between State and Kentucky. 2" — Holthaus

Chief Yates stated the issue has been resolved & that changing the parking rules was not
needed.

Motion to table for indefinitely. — Uzelac; 2" — Vahlkamp
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b. Traffic Study at the intersection of 7th and Jersey Streets

Marty Stegeman outlined safety concerns regarding buses on Jersey Street between 7th and
8th Streets. Bus drivers are unable to exit the newer buses from the passenger side. When
drivers exit from the driver's side, they must watch for vehicles traveling in the northernmost
westbound lane. The group discussed various options to discourage vehicles from using the
north lane of Jersey Street.

Alderman Uzelac made the motion to table the discussion until the other items on the agenda
was discussed. 2" — Conte.

Following the approval of the motion for agenda item 5.g. discussion resumed. Motion to
table 1 month for further investigation. — Uzelac; 2" — Holthaus.

New Business

a. Ald. Entrup referral to have a pedestrian crossing or flashing lights at the Knapheide
facility on north 5th Street on either side

Knapheide employees frequently cross North 5% Street between the 2 buildings on each side
of North 5% Street.

Motion to install a crosswalk and signage (without lights) at the Knapheide facility on N. 5t
Street - Fletcher; 2" — Uzelac.

b. Ald. Entrup referral to the Traffic Commission to place a stop sign at the intersection of
6th & Maple Street.

Only 1 accident in the past 5 years has taken place at the intersection. From the police report
on the accident, it does not appear that having a stop sign would have prevented the
accident. It was noted that most street stop for 6™ Street.

Motion to make Maple Street stop at North 6" and to remove the existing yield signs. —
Bange; 2" — Fletcher.
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c. Ald. Fletcher referral to the Traffic Commission the need for a “Dead End” sign or a “No
Thru” sign at 13th & Spruce, northside.

Motion to install a “Dead End” sign on N. 13" just south of Spruce St. — Conte; 2" — Japcon.

d. Ald. Rein referral to the Traffic Commission the need for another streetlight at
Brookfield Drive.

Owner of 715 Brookfield requested another streetlight. Concerns about other residents on
Brookfield not wanting a streetlight.

Motion to table 1 month to let the Engineering Dept. to reach out to the resident and ask him
to get sign-off from the other neighbors. - Bange; 2"¢ — Holthaus.

e. Ald. Fletcher referral to the Traffic Commission to put “No Parking” signs at Gardner Park
Drive.

Alderman Fletcher received a request to not allow parking on Gardner Park Drive from US 24
to North 5t Street. The currents street is narrow but does not have curbs. Concerns were
raised about the availability of off street parking and enforcement when there is not curb and
vehicles pull completely off the paved street.

Motion to deny the request for no parking on Gardner Park Drive. — Conte; 2" — Holthaus.
Motion was approved with Alderman Fletcher voting no.

f. Ald. Rein referral to the Traffic Commission to place “Stop” signs at the intersection of
Meadowbrook and Hill & Brook.

No accidents at the intersection have been reported in the past few years. Alderman Rein
stated the request was to slow traffic down.

Motion to deny the request for Stop signs at the intersection. — Conte; 2" — Uzelac.

g. Engineering Dept. referral to Traffic Commission to make 20th & Spruce an all-way stop.
Engineering has received this request 2 times in the past few months from an individual. No
accidents at the intersection have been reported in the past few years. Both 2" Ward

Alderman did not see a need for the stop signs. Alderman Bergman did feel that the visibility
of the existing yellow curbs be looked at.
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Motion to deny the request for Stop signs at the intersection. — Yate; 2" — Holthaus.
