MINUTES

Frillman calls the meeting to order at 5 p.m.  
 
Bellis makes a motion to approve the minutes from the July 15 meeting. Moore seconds. Motion carries 
unanimously. 
 
Parrott reads information from his staff review of a zoning variance requested by Richard Bonebrake to 
construct a 24x26 garage and an 8x26 porch at 1503 Maas Road. Parrott explained that the proposed 
structures would violate city code setbacks for RU1 properties, making the lot unbuildable. If the south 
property line is considered a side yard, only 550 square feet would be available. No impairments to light, 
air, congestion, property values or public safety were found. Parrott says the Zoning Board of Appeals 
should only permit a variation if it is found that the lot has an exceptional or unusual physical condition. 
Two nearby parcels with similar setback variances were noted. Parrott said he had received no public 
comment and recommended approval, pending City Council action. 
 
When offered a chance to speak to the board, Bonebrake declined. No public comments were made. 
 
Bellis makes a motion to approve the variance. Austin seconds. Motion carries unanimously. Parrott 
informs Bonebrake that the City Council will have three readings of an ordinance before taking action to 
vote on it. 
 
With no public comment and no further discussion, Mellis makes a motion to adjourn. Moore seconds. 
Motion carries unanimously. The meeting adjourns at 5:05 p.m.
