7a. Special Event Application from Brianna Rivera, Executive Director of the District
requesting permission to hold the 2026 Blues in the District Concerts between 5:30 p.m.
and 9:30 p.m. on the following Fridays: June 12th, June 26th, July 10th, July 24th, August
14th, and August 28th. Four “Accessible Parking Signs” are requested to be placed on
the south side of Washington Park. The Quincy Police Department recommends approval
of a Live Entertainment/Public Gathering License for the events. All required
documentation has been submitted, and approval is recommended by the Department of
Utilities & Engineering. Ward 7

7b. A Special Event Application from Brianna Rivera, Executive Director of the
District requesting permission to hold a Farmer’s Market on the following dates: May 9",
May 30, June 27", July 25, August 29, September 26", and October 31%!, on the 6th
Street Promenade. Closure of 6th Street, Maine to Hampshire Street from 7a.m. to 2:00
p.m. on the days of the event is requested. Applicant has requested “No Parking after
10p.m.” signs to be placed on 6" St the Fridays prior to the events, and the City to
provide barricades to prevent traffic from exiting on to 6! St at Jail alley and Parking Lot I.

Gathering License for the events The applicant has submitted all required documentation,
and approval is recommended by the Department of Utilities & Engineering.
